Dear SamTrans Board,
| am writing to urge you to focus on fare integration and connectivity throughout the Bay
Area. Especially here on the Peninsula, we need more connectivity.

Growing up, attending graduate school, and commuting to work from the East Bay, | became
accustomed to stepping off BART in the evening and walking straight onto an AC Transit bus.
With these timed transfers, | had no hesitation about taking public transit everywhere.
Imagine my amazement upon moving to upscale Peninsula and seeing my bus drive off just as
my train pulled into the station. | gave up taking the bus when | had to wait 20-30 minutes for
the next train and forget having my kids wait around on a school day to transfer from train to
bus or vice versa. It takes my son 3 hours to take transit to his parents in Oakland because the
bus doesn’t meet the train and the train doesn’t wait for BART.

Rest assured that people who ride the train also ride the bus — IF the bus meets the train.
Otherwise, they’ll get in a car and skip transit altogether.

We have become a very fast-paced, mobile society. If public transit is to survive in the Bay
Area, the pieces must be coordinated. Please make fare integration and timed transfers the
norm.
